Summary

9 of 15 Regents exams had passing rates of 99% or better; 5 exams
had passing rates between 96-99%. The remaining exam, Math B,

had a passing rate of 89%. In 10 of 15 Regents exams, at least 70%
of Garden City students achieved mastery level (grades above 85.)

Mastery rates for the English Regents exam increased 12% from
previous year.

The Math B Regents exam will no longer be offered; students will sit
for the Integrated Algebra Il & Trigonometry exam this June.

There has been a steady increase in the percentage of middle and
high school students attaining mastery levels on the NYS Regents
exams.

Due to budget cuts, the NYS Board of Regents has opted to
eliminate Regents exams in German, Latin and Hebrew effective
June 2012.
